Classification of law

There are many ways in which the law can be classified. Constitutional law is a leading category of
the whole system of law. Its principal source is the country’s Constitution. It deals with social structure,
the state system, organization of state power and the legal status of citizens. Administrative law is closely
connected with constitutional law but it deals with administrative activity of a government and ministries.
International law regulates relations between governments and also between private citizens of one
country and those of another. Financial law regulates the budget, taxation, state credit and other spheres
of financial activity. There is distinction between private law and public law. Public law concerns the
relationships within government and those between governments and individuals. International public law
regulates relationships between one state and another. Private 29 law deals with various relationships that
people have with one another. It regulates private interests, use of property, contracts between
individuals, family relationships etc. There is also distinction between criminal law and civil law. The
first practical difference is seen in the parties to the legal action. A civil case will involve two or more
individual people or bodies. The parties to a criminal case will be the state and an individual person or
body. Civil law includes the law of contract, tort and property. The right in property is the central
institution of civil law. Criminal law is the law by which the state regulates the conduct of its citizens. It
defines the general principles of criminal responsibility, individual types of crimes and punishment.
Criminal cases range from the small to the very serious (e.g. murder). Although the division between civil
and criminal law is very clear, there are many actions which will constitute a criminal offence and a civil
wrong.

What is law?

The term «law» is used in many senses: we may speak of the laws of physics, mathematics, science,
nature, or the laws of football, logic or health. Some laws are descriptive: they simply describe how
people, or even natural phenomena, usually behave. An example of descriptive law is rather consistent
law of gravity, another example is the less consistent laws of economics. Other laws are prescriptive: they
prescribe how people should or must behave. An example of prescriptive law is traffic regulations. When
we speak of the law of a state we use the term law in a special and strict sense, and in that sense law may
be defined as ?a rule of human conduct, imposed upon and enforced among, the members of a given
state?. In any society, laws have several characteristics. First, laws symbolize norms, values, traditions.
Second, laws must be codified in some way, usually through writing. Third, there must exist a method of
enforcement: this can include police, social pressure, magic, or some other force that enable society to
punish or reward its members. And finally, there must be something specific to be enforced: laws are not
general, but specific. The main characteristic of law is that it is enforced, and such enforcement is usually
carried out by the State. If the rules or laws are broken, compulsion is used to enforce obedience. Thus if
A steals a watch from B, A may be prosecuted before the court. The court may then order the restitution
of the watch to its rightful owner, B. If A refuses to obey, he or she may be punished, that means a
penalty will be imposed on A. This is why we need law: if we all behaved according to our personal
standards of behaviour and morality, anarchy would rule the world. We may say, then, that two ideas
underlie the concept of law: 1) order, in the sense of method or system; and 2) compulsion i.e. the
enforcement of obedience to the rules or laws laid down.

The defender returned and took revenge by kicking the
lying forward on the stomach. When the referee ordered him out of the pitch, the rebellious defender
refused to go claiming that the decision was unfair. The Solsdale’s captain tried to help the referee and
pushed the protesting defender out of the pitch, the action caused a huge dissatisfaction among Milenton’s
players who eagerly joined the conflict. The poor referee wanted to stop the fight but was knocked out by
an unidentified player. The linesmen didn’t dare to interfere and called the police. By their arrival about a
half of spectators were participating in the fight. The League’s officials are now investigating the case to
take proper measures. What legal offences or violation of rules can you identify in the case? Was the
referee’s decision fair? Comment upon the scale of guilt of each of the participants. What moral norms
were violated?

Case 3

The Dean of Law Faculty of Michigan University is now investigating the details of cheating on
Midterm exams. Two students were asked to leave the exam room when the professor noticed they were
using their mobiles while filling the exam tests. The students claim they were only trying to switch the
mobiles off and were not using them for cheating. They also insist that they saw some other students
using hand-held computers and the professor left that cheating unnoticed. They are even ready to name
the cheating students. Are the students breaking any rules, if “yes”, which rules do they break? Was the
professor’s decision fair? Comment upon the wish of the students to disclose the secret of cheating in
class.

Case 4

Part 1

Your friend Emily is rather well-off. She works as a brand manager with the annual salary of
about $40,000. She had a happy childhood (though being a single a single child in the family she is a bit
spoilt) and never experienced financial problems. Still she has a bad habit that annoys some of her friends
very much. When she does the shopping in huge supermarkets or hypermarkets she usually steals some
trifle like a pack of chewing gum or a chocolate bar. You are in a supermarket and you see she’s just
stolen a pack of candies. What would you do? Would you talk to her, pretend you saw nothing, pay for
the stolen article, etc.?

Last year she graduated
from Oxford and returned to India to work as a senior manager of a huge Indian corporation. On her
return she found out that her parents had already arranged her marriage to a person she had never seen.
Amire refused to get married to an unknown man but her parents insisted and even arranged a date of a
formal engagement. Her father even threatened to make her leave her job. Amira is afraid to lose her job
and spoil the relationship with her family, however, she is definitely against her parents’ decision. What
do you think about the situation? What can you advise her? Do her parents have a right to make her marry
the man they want?

Case 6

Ginny S. was a star of an incredibly successful TV soap opera “Sweet Mothers”. She was
extremely popular and served as an example of an ideal mother for millions of TV viewers. Three months
ago one of the leading US tabloids published an article where they claimed that the “ideal mother” had
had an abortion at the age of 15. After the revelation the show’s rating fell, the producers broke the
contract and replaced her by another actress who, as they explained, had a better reputation and could pull
in the viewers. Ginny wants to sue the newspaper for defamation and the show’s producers for breaking
the terms of the contract. She is sure that the affairs of her past are not for public scrutiny. Besides, she
claims that the rumors about her abortion are groundless. Do you think she’ll be successful in the lawsuit?
Were the actions of the producers legitimate? Comment on the attitude of the public to the situation. Who
do you support in the case? Would your vision of the situation change if it turns out that the information
about the abortion was truthful?

Laws of the past

Different countries had different laws in the past. Sometimes these laws were strange, or at least
they seem now to be strange. The following information illustrates some peculiar laws adopted in various
countries years ago. Everyone knows that in the times of Peter the Great in Russia noblemen weren’t
allowed to have beards. If they were against the law, or they didn’t obey it, and still wanted to keep their
beards, they had to pay a special tax to the Tsar’s government.

Some singular laws were introduced in eighteenth-century England. How strange it might seem
now, people had to pay “window tax” for each window in their house. Later, this law was changed
because many poor people chose to live in houses without windows just so that they didn’t have to pay.
Another law was no less funny. If you traveled in any motor vehicle in nineteenth-century Britain, the law
said that someone had to walk in front of you waving a red flag, or at night time a red lamp. This meant,
in practice, that you couldn’t travel at more than about 8 kilometers per hour! Some other

British laws concerning social behaviour were very strict. For example, until recently pubs in
Britain weren’t allowed to stay open all day. They opened at eleven in the morning and had to shut again
at three in the afternoon. In the evening they closed at half past ten. On Sundays the laws were stricter.

The USA are also famous for their quite odd laws. For example, in Illinois animals could go to
jail, in Florida you had to wear clothes in the bath, in Kansas you were not permitted eat snakes in public,
in North

Carolina you could not drink milk on train, in Idaho you could not buy a chicken at night without
the sheriff’s permission. Such bizarre laws originate from the fact that each state was ruled by its own
government, which enacted laws according to political, economical, or religious reasons. Geographical
position and natural resources might also influence legal rules. Modern feminist-oriented women would
be struck to know that in the 19-th century, female teachers in the USA couldn’t get married, or even go
out with men. If they got engaged, they had to resign from their job immediately. Male teachers, on the
contrary, could get married and have children without any problem! Or in Montana it was a criminal
offense for a wife to open a telegram sent to her husband. However it was perfectly acceptable for a
husband to do the same.

One more curious law in the Midwest of the USA in the 1880s was that you were not allowed to
eat ice-cream sodas on a Sunday. Restaurant owners managed to solve this problem by serving ice-cream
without soda, which became known as a “Sunday” or a “Sundae”. In the beginning of the 20-th century
drinking of alcoholic beverages was prohibited in the USA. Anew word —“prohibition”- appeared: it
meant that you could not produce or consume alcoholic drinks. Prohibition was not popular, and it was
too expensive to make sure that the law was obeyed. So later the prohibition law was changed, because it
was causing terrible crime, and people were drinking more alcohol than they had done before! Prohibition
amendment was the only repealed amendment to the US Constitution.

Some American laws served their function at some point of time, but outlived their usefulness.
However, they are still on the books...may be because no one can be bothered to get rid of them. In
Michigan, for example, a woman is breaking a law if she cuts her hair without getting her husband’s
permission, because in this state a man legally owns his wife’s hair.

Similarly, in Kentucky lady must have her husband’s permission to buy a hat. These days the state
laws are becoming more and more similar across the country, but there are still different laws in different
states concerning age limits for driving cars, getting married, having guns, etc.

In other European countries there were also many unusual laws which arose from country’s policy
of that time. For example, during the French Revolution, people could not use the polite form of “you”

“vous”), because this was the word servants used to speak to their masters. Instead everyone had to use
“tu”, the familiar form. Or in Italy in the 1930s when Mussolini ruled the country, Italians weren’t
allowed to use foreign words. That’s why Italian is one of the few languages which doesn’t use the
international word “football”: they use their own word “calcio”.

Singapore is one of the safest countries in the world. Both local people and tourists feel safe there.
Laws in Singapore are generally strict and aimed at instilling a self-disciplined society with restrictions
and harsh punishment, for example, caning and execution. Singapore has created a wide variety of laws
and regulations against anything and everything that could possibly upset the sense of tranquility. Taxi
drivers in Singapore tell an often told joke: "Singapore is a fine country. In Singapore, we have fines for
everything." The joke is popular because fines are a defining element of life in Singapore. Some of the
fines are for offenses that international travelers might expect, such as littering. However, the penalties
for these crimes and the strictness with which they are enforced may surprise travelers. First-time
offenders can be fined $500 or more. Other laws are more unique to Singapore. For example, it is illegal
to use a toilet in Singapore and then not flush* it. You will also be given a fine if you are caught spitting*.
The sale, importation and possession of chewing gum is banned and subject to heavy fines. First-time
offenders can be fined $1,000 and repeat-offenders are fined $2,000 and given corrective work, such as
cleaning a public place. The offenders are made to wear bright jackets, and sometimes, media are invited
to cover the spectacle. This rule was introduced because of the high cost and difficulty in removing
chewing gum from public premises. In addition to gum, other items that cannot be brought into the
country without authorization from the government include bullet-proof clothing, toy guns, pistols,
weapons, or spears. Chewing tobacco, toy currency, and obscene* materials are strictly prohibited.
Smoking is not allowed in public buses, taxis, lifts, theaters, cinemas, government offices, and in air-
conditioned restaurants and shopping centers. First-time offenders face a maximum fine of $1,000. Eating
or drinking is also prohibited in Mass Rapid Transit trains and terminals. It carries a minimum fine of



$500. Laws against driving while using a cellular phone are very strictly enforced. First-time offenders
can be fined up to $10,000. In addition to the minor offenses that could result in a fine or community
service work, the laws concerning more serious offenses in Singapore are also very tough and strictly
enforced. For example, there is a mandatory caning sentence for vandalism offenses. An American
teenager Michael Fay was caught vandalizing Singaporean cars in 1994 and sentenced to caning. Despite
the considerable efforts of President Clinton and several other government officials, the sentence was not
reversed, although the number of strokes were lessen. Fay was also fined and served a four-month prison
sentence.

KINDS OF LAW

One important distinction made in all countries is between private (or civil) law and public law.
Civil law concerns disputes among citizenswithin a country and public law concerns disputes between
citizens and the state, or between one state and another.

The main categories of English civil law are: Contracts: binding agreements between people (or
companies);

Torts: wrongs committed by one individual against another individual’s person, property, or
reputation;



Trusts: arrangements whereby a person administers property for another person’s benefit rather
than his own;

Probate: arrangements for dealing with property after the owner’s death;

Family law: rights and duties of members of a family.

The main categories of public law are:

Crimes: wrongs which, even when committed against an individual are considered to harm the
well-being of society in general; Constitutional Law: regulation of how the law itself operates and of the
relation between private citizen and government; International Law: regulation of relations between
governments and also between private citizens of one country and those of another.

In codified systems there are codes that correspond to these categories, for example, France’s
Code Civil and Code Penal. Justinian’s Roman codes covered such areas of law as contracts, property,
inheritance, torts, the family, unjust enrichment, the law of persons, and legal remedies, but said little
about criminal law. Consequently, most Continental criminal codes are entirely modern inventions.

Each country in the world, even each state of the United States, has ,its own system of law.
However it is generally true to say that there are two main traditions of law in the world. One is based on
English Common Law, and has been adopted by many Commonwealth countries and most of the

United States. Common Law is a legal system based on traditions, customs and precedents of
immemorial antiquity or on the previous judgments and decrees of the courts. The Common Law is a
case-by-case development of three branches of law (Criminal, Civil, and Equity) and of three sub-
branches of Civil law (Property, Torts, and Contracts). Common Law is understood as contrasted with or
opposed to “Statutory” Law — the body of law created by legislature.

Equitable Law is a part of English Common Law and it deals with the cases which are out of
common law field. In general sense equity means fairness, and when petitions from persons are unable to
obtain justice in the common law courts they can be sent to the Court of Chancery, as its special field is
equity. Therefore Equitable law is a kind of supplement to the Common Law, making the English legal
system more complete.

No two state court systems are exactly alike. Nevertheless, there are sufficient similarities to
provide an example of what a typical state court system looks like. Most state court systems are made up
of two sets of trial courts: trial courts of limited jurisdiction (probate, family, traffic, etc.) and trial courts
of general jurisdiction; intermediate appellate courts and the highest state courts. Unlike federal judges,
most state court judges are not appointed for life but are either elected or appointed for a certain number
of years. Trial Courts of Limited Jurisdiction Trial courts of limited jurisdiction are courts that deal with
only specific types of cases. They are usually presided over by a single judge. Some examples of trial
courts of limited jurisdiction include:

1. Probate court: This court considers cases concerning administration of estates. It sees to it that
the provisions of a will are carried out properly or sees to it that a decedent’s property is distributed
according to the state law.

2. Family court: This court hears cases concerning adoption, divorce, alimony, child custody etc.

3. Traffic court: This court usually considers minor violations of traffic laws.

4. Juvenile court: This court usually deals with cases involving delinquent, unruly or neglected
children and adults who neglect, abuse or contribute to the juvenile delinquency.

5. Small claims court: This court usually resolves suits between private persons of a relatively low
dollar amount, for example, less than $5,000. 6. Municipal court: This court usually considers cases
involving offenses against city ordinances. Trial Courts of General Jurisdiction Trial courts of general
jurisdiction bear the main burden in the administration of justice. They hear cases outside the jurisdiction
of the trial courts of limited jurisdiction. These involve both civil and criminal cases. One judge (often
sitting with a jury) usually hears them. In such cases, the judge decides issues of law, while the jury
decides issues of fact. Intermediate Appellate Courts Many, but not all, states have intermediate appellate
courts between the trial courts of general jurisdiction and the highest court in the state. Any party, except
in a case where a defendant in a criminal trial has been found not guilty, who is not satisfied with the
judgment of a state trial court may appeal the matter to an appropriate intermediate appellate court. These
courts usually sit in panels of two or three judges and review cases appealed from trial courts to determine
if the law was correctly interpreted and applied. Highest State Courts All states have some sort of highest
court. While they are usually referred to as supreme courts, some, such as the highest court in Maryland,
are known as courts of appeal. In states with intermediate appellate courts, the highest state courts usually
have discretionary review as to whether to accept a case. In states without intermediate appellate courts,
appeals may usually be taken to the highest state court as a matter of right. In addition, many state
supreme courts have original jurisdiction in certain matters. For example, the highest courts in several



states have original jurisdiction over controversies regarding elections and the reapportionment of
legislative districts.

The judicial system in the United States is dual: it consists of the federal court system and the state
court systems. The federal courts are concerned with cases arising under federal law, and the state courts
with cases arising under state law. While each court system is responsible for hearing certain cases,
neither is completely independent of the other, and the systems often interact. Furthermore, solving legal
disputes and vindicating legal rights are key goals of both court systems. The U.S. Constitution created a
governmental structure for the United States known as federalism. Federalism refers to a sharing of
powers between the national government and the state governments. The Constitution gives certain
powers to the federal government and reserves the rest for the states. Therefore, while the Constitution
states that the federal government is supreme with regard to those powers expressly or implicitly
delegated to it, the states remain supreme in matters reserved to them. This supremacy of each
government in its own sphere is known as separate sovereignty, meaning each government is sovereign in
its own right.

Both the federal and state governments need their own court systems to apply and interpret their
laws. Furthermore, both the federal and state constitutions attempt to do this by specifically spelling out
the jurisdiction of their respective court systems. For example, since the Constitution gives Congress sole
authority to make uniform laws concerning bankruptcies, a state court would lack jurisdiction in this
matter. Likewise, since the Constitution does not give the federal government authority in most matters
concerning the regulation of the family, a federal court would lack jurisdiction in a divorce case. This is
why there are two separate court systems in America. The federal court system deals with issues of law
relating to those powers expressly or implicitly granted to it by the U.S. Constitution, while the state court
systems deal with issues of law relating to those matters that the U.S. Constitution did not give to the
federal government or explicitly deny to the states.

REGIONAL COURTS

Constitutional Courts (or Charter Courts) of the Subjects of the Russian Federation with the
jurisdiction to interpret Regional Constitutions and Charters and decide whether local statutes are
consistent with Regional Constitutions and Charters. Courts of General Jurisdiction.

Courts of the subjects of the Russian Federation. These include the Supreme Courts of the
Republics, the highest Courts of each Region, the Moscow and Saint-Petersburg City Courts, and the
courts of autonomous districts. Courts of the subjects of the Russian Federation serve as courts of
cassation and extraordinary appeal from their subordinate district courts. Their original jurisdiction
constitutes challenges to normative laws and regulations of the regional authorities, and adoption of
regulations.

There are district courts located in the country’s smaller towns and rural administrative areas
including groups of villages; cities have several courts of that kind. District courts are the basis of the
system of courts of general jurisdiction, with jurisdiction over the overwhelming majority of civil and
criminal cases, unless otherwise provided by law. As courts of appeal, district courts decide appeals from
justices of the peace.

Justices of the peace form an integral part of the system of courts of general jurisdiction, although
they are considered to be regional judges. They handle minor civil disputes, petty administrative and
criminal offences. Appeals against decisions of justices of the peace go to district courts, the decisions of
which are final. In each district there may be several justices of the peace. Arbitration Courts.

Ten Federal District Arbitration Courts act as courts of cassation.

The Appellate Courts consider appeals as a rehearing with new evidence.

The Arbitration Courts of the subjects of the Russian Federation consider the absolute majority of
economic disputes.

The existing judicial system of the Russian Federation was formed and is being developed as a
result of a judicial reform carried out in Russia from the beginning of the 90s with the purpose to create
and maintain the judicial power in the state mechanism as an independent branch of power, free from
political and ideological bias, independent in its activities from the executive and legislative branches of
power. Independent, competent law court is an important component of a democratic state. In the area of
justice, special attention is given to implementation of the principle of rule of law, in particular,
independence of judges, access to justice and right to fair trial. The Constitution of the Russian Federation
of 1993 became the main legal basis for the introduction of the judicial reform. For the first time the
Constitution contained a Chapter “Judicial Power” according to which the state power in the Russian
Federation should be exercised on the basis of its division into legislative, executive and judicial powers,
and all these branches of power should be independent. The structure of the judicial system of the Russian
Federation and the sphere of activities of its various parts are determined by the Constitution and federal
constitutional laws. According to the Constitution of the Russian Federation only the courts can enforce
justice in the Russian Federation. Judicial power enforces justice by means of constitutional, civil,
administrative and criminal proceedings. It is forbidden to establish extraordinary courts. The Federal
Constitutional Law on Judicial System of the Russian Federation was adopted in late 1996 and enacted on
the 1st of January 1997. Along with the Constitution of Russia, the Law is the basis of legal regulation,
organization and activity of all judicial bodies in the country. All other federal constitutional and federal
laws in the area of judicial organization comply with this Federal Constitutional Law. Judicial system in
Russia is a combination of judicial bodies that exercise functions of the judiciary and share the same tasks
and methods of work. The judicial power in Russia is exercised by the Constitutional Court of the RF,
general jurisdiction courts and arbitration courts by means of constitutional, civil, administrative and
criminal judicial proceedings. Courts, in turn, are divided into federal courts and courts of the constituent
entities of Russia. Under the constitution all trials in all law courts are open (the hearing of a case can be
in camera in cases provided by the federal law) and conducted on an adversarial and equal basis. The
judiciary of the Russian Federation is formed according to the following principles:

* Judges are appointed (federal court judges are appointed by presidential order);

+ Candidates for positions of a judge in the Russian Federation's Constitutional Court, Supreme
Court and the Higher Arbitration Court are approved by the Parliament's upper chamber on the President's
recommendation;

* There is a system of reappointment (a federal court judge is appointed for the first time for a three
year term, at the end of which he can be reappointed to that position for an unlimited period until he
reaches retirement age);



* There is an enforced retirement age for judges (70 years); The qualifying judicial board is a key
body for preparing and making decisions on appointing, reappointing and ending the terms of judges, as
well as for rating their performance. The judicial board mainly consists of representatives of the judiciary;
it is also mandatory that a representative of the president of the Russian Federation should be on the
board. Apart from the functions of selecting the membership of the community of judges, the qualifying
judicial board has to supervise the judges' activities. If a judicial board receives complaints about a
judge's activity, the judge could be subject to a disciplinary penalty or suspended from his duties.

Although many kinds of people working in or studying legal affairs are called lawyers, the word
really describes a person who has the right to act in certain legal matters. Most countries have different
groups of lawyers who each take a particular kind of examination in order to qualify to do particular jobs.
In Japan, a lawyer must decide whether he wants to take the examination to become an attorney, a public
prosecutor or a judge. In England , the decision is between becoming a barrister or a solicitor. Barristers
specialize in arguing cases in front of a judge and have the right to he heard, the right of audience, even in
the highest courts. They are not paid directly by clients, but are employed by solicitors. Judges are usually
chosen from the most senior barristers, when they are appointed they cannot continue to practice as
barristers. Solicitors do much of the preparation for cases which they then hand to barristers, as well as
doing legal work which does not come before a court, such as drawing up wills, and dealing with
litigation which is settled out of court. Solicitors also have a right of audience in lower courts, but in
higher courts, such as the Court of Appeal, they must have a barrister argue their client’s case. In general,
it can be said that a barrister spends most of his time either in a courtroom or preparing his arguments for
the court and a solicitor spends most of his time in an office giving advice to clients, making
investigations and preparing documents. Many people believe the distinction between barristers and
solicitors should be eliminated in England, as has already happened in Australia.

Types of Punishment

There are several kinds of punishment available to the courts. Crimes are punished according to their
seriousness. More serious crimes are given harsher penalties. In declaring a sentence a judge may take
into account the following: prior criminal record, the age of the offender and other circumstances
surrounding the crime, including cooperation with law enforcement officers, the amount of loss to
victims, whether a weapon was used in the crime, the age or helplessness of the victims. Punishment may
include:

—a fine

—term of imprisonment (time in jail or prison)
—probation or parole

—community service

For criminal offences FINES are often used when the offence is not a very serious one and when the

offender has not been in trouble before.
For more serious crimes the usual punishment is IMPRISONMENT. The length of sentences varies from
a few days to a lifetime. However, a life sentence may allow the prisoner to be released after a suitably
long period if a parole board agrees that his detention no longer serves a purpose. In some countries, such
as the Netherlands, living conditions in prison are fairly good because it is believed that deprivation of
liberty is punishment in itself and should not be so harsh that it reduces the possibility of the criminal re-
educating and reforming himself. In other countries, conditions are very bad. Perhaps because of an
increase in crime or because of more and longer sentences of imprisonment, some prison cells have to
accommodate far more people than they were built to hold. Britain and the United States are trying to
solve the shortage of space by allowing private companies to open prisons.

Probation is the suspension of jail time. An offender on probation is ordered to follow certain
conditions set forth by the court, often under the supervision of a probation officer. Offenders are
ordinarily required to refrain from subsequent possession of firearms, and may be ordered to remain
employed, live at a directed place, obey the orders of the probation officer. Offenders on probation might
be fitted with an electronic tag (or monitor), which signals their whereabouts to officials. Also, offenders
have been ordered to submit to repeated alcohol/drug testing or to participate in alcohol/drug or
psychological treatment, or to perform community service work.

Parole is the supervised release of prisoners before the completion of their sentence in prison. They may
be returned to prison if they violate the conditions of their parole. Conditions of parole often include
things such as obeying the law, avoiding contact with the parolee’s victims, obtaining employment, and
maintaining required contacts with a parole officer.

Parole should not be confused with probation, as parole is serving the remainder of a sentence outside of
prison, where probation is given instead of a prison sentence and as such, tends to place more rigid
obligations upon the individual serving the term.

Corporal punishment is a form of physical punishment that involves the deliberate infliction of pain as
retribution for an offence, or for the purpose of disciplining or reforming a wrongdoer. This kind of
punishment is still employed in Malaysia, Singapore, Pakistan, Zambia and Zimbabwe. Courts may



sentence offenders to be caned or whipped. As well as corporal punishment, some Islamic countries such
as Saudi Arabia and Iran use other kinds of physical penalties such as amputation or mutilation.
Community service requires the offender to do a certain amount of unpaid work usually for a social
institution such as a hospital.
