Pop culture or
popular culture, is a cultural segment, which is followed, appreciated and understood by a larger portion of the world
audience. Usually it is highly influenced by movie or music celebrities. This type of culture is seen as a mercantile culture
which is produced at a mass level for mass consumption.An example of how pop culture influences our lifestyle and our
fashion can be seen by taking into account the most fashionable TV shows, like ?Sex and the City? and how everybody
wanted to wear clothes like the central characters of the serial.With the progress of globalization, common trends of fashion
are seen all around the globe (i.e. Levi's jeans).

The subject of ecology, its object and tasks. The formation and development of ecological science

Ecology as an independent science was formed in the late nineteenth century. The term "ecology" was offered in
1886. the German scientist Haeckel (from GK. "OIKOS" - house and "logos" - doctrine). Thus, in a literal sense, ecology is
the science of living organisms at home. Originated ecology as a biological science and so remained until about the middle
of the twentieth century.Haeckel gave this definition of ecology is the knowledge of the economy of nature, the
simultaneous study of the relationship of all living organic and inorganic components of the environment, including
certainly antagonistic and pentagonicini relationships of animals and plants that are in contact with each other. By the end
of XX century the process of differentiation of Sciences, mainly, ended and began a new stage - the stage of synthesis of
scientific knowledge. In the study of nature began to shape the environment as one of the first interdisciplinary synthetic
Sciences.

She still retains the name of "ecology" inherited from the period of analytical Sciences, but the goal is different: on
the basis of specific analytical disciplines to provide an overall picture of the structure and functioning of nature and to
define the place and role of man in the natural processes.In this sense, ecology is the science of the future. The very
existence of nature on our planet and prosperity of human society depends on how objectively and in a timely manner will
be opened global patterns of existence of the biosphere, and on this basis formulated and implemented the strategy of
human actions on the nature. At the modern stage of society development environment solves a number of problems and
uses methods that go far beyond the biological Sciences. Human impact on the natural environment of living organisms has
reached such proportions that it threatens life itself on Earth.



Therefore, it is possible to give a definition of ecology: 1. Modern ecology is the science of strategy and tactics of
preservation and stable development of life on Earth. 2. Leading in the study of natural systems is the principle of
consistency, which provides an approach to them as organically holistic systems. 3. On the basis of system approach the
object of study of ecology are ecosystems of various hierarchical level.

Ecology, like most of the Sciences (mostly natural), needs to answer two questions: what is the object of study of
science, or what is its structure and the second question - how it functions and develops. According to this, the environment
and all its units should contain two parts. The first can be called structural, and the second dynamic. Of course, the
structural and dynamic parts are in close interaction.On the basis of system approach, we can give the following definition
of ecology:

Ecology ... the science about the structure, properties, and laws of functioning of ecosystems of various hierarchical
level.

Some citizens could know how their society and economy were moved according to
newspaper. Since 1970s when television was invented, the market of mass media has been developed. Now, most fields of
mass media were created, so we can meet mass media really easily not only on the streets but also at home. We are living
under the effects of mass media. However, this development of mass media brings some problems in our society as two
sides of the same coins. Mass media crisis has rear up secretly because most media organizations do not want to be
revealed to their problems frankly.

Problems Mass media affects all fields such as politic, economy, government, culture and society. Almost all
countries have their own problems of media. The most serious problem of that media is mass media can bring confusion of
people value. For example, mass media is to make people agree their ideas or thoughts in terms of propaganda. The
meaning of propaganda is "a concerted set of messages aimed at influencing the opinions or behavior of large numbers of
people" (Propaganda, 2008).

Taylor (2001) revealed how Hitler
implanted his ideology in their citizens:

In 1933, Adolf Hitler appointed Minister for Ministry for Public Enlightenment and Propaganda, Joseph Goebbels.
Goebbels had spread a lot of propagandas, contained the ideology of Hitler and Nazi. All journalists, writers, and artists
were needed to register with one of the Ministry's subsidiary chambers for the press, fine arts, music, theater, film,
literature, or radio. The Nazis believed in propaganda as a vital tool in achieving their goals. Adolf Hitler was impressed by
the power of Allied propaganda during World War I and believed that it had been a primary cause of the collapse of morale
and revolts in the German home front and Navy in 1918. Broadcasters and journalists required prior approval before their
works were disseminated. Along with posters, the Nazis produced a number of films and books to spread their beliefs. In
the U.S. and South Korean government also by emphasizing red complex to their citizens through mass media like radio or
newspapers, the governments make their citizens recognize the hostile attitude about all policies of socialism while they
justifies their policies (Kang, 1997). These things are absolute examples of mass media?s problem. addition, as market of
mass media has been developed much, the authority of mass media has grown also. The power of mass media has been
centralized too much, so it exercises extreme influence over any government. The contents of mass media have been
contained exaggeration and violence more and more. This mass media makes people tend to believe absolutely. Mass
media has strong authority in our society.

Personnel is the Cinderella of company departments. Production managers manage production, sales heads head up
their sales teams, but personnel directors do not, strictly speaking, direct personnel. They act more as facilitators for other

- Implementing policies of
empowerment, where employees and managers are given authority to make decisions previously made at higher levels. -
Actions to eliminate racial and sexual discrimination in hiring and promotion and to fight harassment in the workplace:
bullying and sexual harassment, incentive schemes to increase motivation through remuneration ,systems designed to
reward performance. - But their services may also be required when organizations downsize and delayer, eliminating levels
of management to produce a lean or flat organization, trying to maintain the morale of those that stay and arranging
severance packages for employees who are made redundant, sometimes offering outplacement services, for example
putting them in touch with potential employers and advising them on training possibilities. (These packages are not to be
confused with the compensation packages of top managers: their basic salary and other benefits.) - Professional people who
are made redundant may be able to make a living as freelancers, or in modern parlance, portfolio workers, working for a
number of clients. They hope to be on the receiving end when companies outsource activities, perhaps ones that were
previously done in-house. - This is all part of flexibility, the idea that people should be ready to change jobs more often, be
prepared to work part-time and so on. The message is that the era of lifetime employment is over and that people should
acquire and develop skills to maintain their employability. See the brief on Organizations on page 63 for more on
flexibility.

Consumerism and its undermining of feminism

An economic system does not truly care for an ideological movement. However, the movement can benefit from the
system in as much as the system can benefit from the movement. With respects to capitalism and feminism, this
relationship holds true as modern feminism has benefited in few ways from capitalism as it gives rise to the opportunity to
participate in markets with incentives for women which provide freedom at least in respects to modern societies values.
The success that women have in regards to this system is not the point of this article, but rather a discussion for another
article. However, in order to garner a benefit from capitalism, the capitalist system has to benefit from modern feminism in
some manner and it does so by adopting modern feminist values and throwing it to consumerism and advertising these
values in a superficial way that undermines the values of the movement. Due to this relationship, modern feminism has
become more of a trend based on brand names, whether well-known or not, that focus specifically on women using modern
feminist ideals. This type of behavior is prominent in the fashion industry as fashion brands have developed a variety of
feminine aesthetics which collects a huge amount of attention from women as it psychologically appeals to them in an
attractive manner. The feminine aesthetic developed from fashion brands has adopted the subjective values of



empowerment and autonomy as well as the reclaiming of derogatory terms and advertised it back to young women to make
a profit.

Brands such as Calvin Klein and Gucci have been criticized for their unrealistic portrayal of women and this
argument holds because of how these brands Photoshop their models. However, take Calvin Klein as an example, the brand
has been a part of many controversial issues and shown it's incompetence on several occasions to properly portray women
in media. But despite the many times it has failed the brand tries to portray a feminine aesthetic to its woman audience. It
tries to present a woman that is cool, formal, and modern while at the same intimidating. Despite the controversy that
follows for this type of portrayal, there are many women that subjectively feel that this aesthetics of cool yet intimidating is
the autonomy they want. Calvin Klein is one example of a brand but there are other brands that appeal to feminist ideals in
manners opposite to that of Calvin Klein.

For example, ranked highly on the streetwear totem pole, is Anti-Social Social Club and their success in streetwear
fashion is predominately due to the appeal to women and the faces of the brand that can be seen from advertisements to the
brand?s Instagram are women. The T-shirts, hoodies and dad caps are unisex-minimal designs that are simple to wear as
well as non-threatening while also embracing a sort of imperfection. This offers an escape from the advertisements of
brands such as American Apparel, Gucci, Armani, and other brands that have been known to create photoshopped ads and
produce an intimidating line of hypersexualized work. Not only has the brand produced an opposite agenda, but they have
also developed an aesthetic, that can be seen on their Instagram, of a cute girl that does not conform to the values presented
in front of her by other people and is not afraid to be weird and at times a ?bad-b*tch.? This brand has also taken modern
feminist ideals of autonomy, empowerment and the reclaiming of individuality, and is making a huge profit and garnering a
large amount of success in streetwear fashion with women that wish to portray the same ideals and be empowered as well,
but with an opposite strategy compared to other brand names such as Calvin Klein and Gucci.

This urge for
communication is a primal one and in our contemporary civilisation a necessity for survival. That is to say without
communication no society can exist, much less develop and survive. For the existence as well as the organisation of every
society communication is a fundamental and vital process. A free press is not a luxury. It is at the core of equitable
development. The media can expose corruption. They can keep a check on public policy by throwing a spotlight on
government action. They let people voice diverse opinions on governance and reform, and help build public consensus to
bring about change. Such media help markets work better. They can facilitate trade, transmitting ideas and innovation
across boundaries.

The media are also important for human, development, bringing health and education information to remote villages
in countries from Uganda to Nicaragua. But as experience has shown, the independence of the media can be fragile and
easily compromised. It is clear that to support development, media need the right environment in terms of freedoms,
capacities, and checks and balances. The World Development Report 2002, "Building Institutions for Markets" devoted a
article to the role of the media in development. This volume is an extension of that work. It discusses how media affects
development outcomes under different circumstances and presents evidence on what policy environment is needed to
enable the media to support economic and political markets and to provide a voice for the disenfranchised. To this end, it
draws together the views of academics as well as perspectives from those on the front line-journalists themselves. The
success of agricultural development programmes in developing countries largely depends on the nature and extent of use of
mass media in mobilisation of people for development. The planners in developing countries realise that the development
of agriculture could be hastened with the effective use of mass media. Radio, Television has been acclaimed to be the most
effective media for diffusing the scientific knowledge to the masses.



In a country like India, where literacy level is low, the choice of communication media is of vital importance. In this
regard the television and radio are significant, as they transfer modern agricultural technology to literate and illiterate
farmers alike even in interior areas, within short time. In India farm and home broadcast with agricultural thrust were
introduced in 1966, to enlighten farmers on the use of various technologies to boost agricultural development.

At present, there are about 50 such radio units all over the country. With the main stream of Indian population
engaged actively in agriculture, television could serve as a suitable medium of dissemination of farm information and latest
technical know how. The farmers can easily understand the operations, technology and instruction through television.
Among the several mass media, newspaper and farm magazine are commonly used. They have a vital role to play in the
communication of agricultural information among the literate farmers. Increasing rate of literacy in the country offers new
promises and prospects for utilising print medium as a means of mass communication. The print media widened the scope
of communication. It is cheap and people can afford to buy and read them at their convenience.

It is a permanent medium in that the message are imprinted permanently with high storage value which makes them
suitable for reference and research. Agricultural journalism is of recent origin in India. It came into existence just five
decades ago. It is now gaining importance, particularly after the establishment of agricultural university in India technical
information needs to be provided to the farmers at the right time and in the right way, so that the productivity can be
increased.

In the view of increase in literacy level to 52.11 per cent during 1991, print media has acquired a greater role in
dissemination of information on improved agricultural practices to the farming community and also to inform the public in
general. India has farm magazines in every state, published mostly in local languages. Agricultural department also
encourages the publishing of such farm magazines particularly through farmers association. The coverage of different
subject matter by radio, television, newspaper and farm magazine are almost similar with regard to agriculture, horticulture,
animal husbandry, agricultural marketing, agricultural engineering and cooperatives.

Muse are an English rock band from Teignmouth, Devon, formed in 1994. The band consists of Matt Bellamy (lead
vocals, guitar, piano, keyboards), Chris Wolstenholme (bass guitar, backing vocals, keyboards) and Dominic Howard
(drums, percussion).

Muse released their debut album, Showbiz, in 1999, showcasing Bellamy's falsetto and a melancholic alternative
rock style. Their second album, Origin of Symmetry (2001), expanded their sound, incorporating wider instrumentation and
romantic classical influences, and earned them a reputation for energetic live performances. Absolution (2003) saw further
classical influence, with orchestra on tracks such as "Butterflies and Hurricanes", and became the first of five consecutive
UK number-one albums.

Black Holes and Revelations (2006) incorporated electronic and pop elements, influenced by 1980s groups such as
Depeche Mode, displayed in singles such as "Supermassive Black Hole". The album brought Muse wider international
success. The Resistance (2009) and The 2nd Law (2012) explored themes of government oppression and civil uprising and
cemented Muse as one of the world's major stadium acts. Their seventh album, Drones (2015), was a concept album about
drone warfare and returned to a harder rock sound.

Muse have won numerous awards, including two Grammy Awards, winning the Grammys for Best Rock Album for
The Resistance and Drones, two Brit Awards, winning Best British Live Act twice, five MTV Europe Music Awards and
eight NME Awards. In 2012 the band received the Ivor Novello Award for International Achievement from the British
Academy of Songwriters, Composers and Authors. Muse have sold over 20 million albums worldwide.

Described as an alternative rock, space rock and progressive rock band,Muse mix sounds from genres such as
electronic music, progressive metal and art rock, and forms such as classical music, rock opera and many others. In 2002,
Bellamy described Muse as a "trashy three-piece". In 2005, Pitchfork described Muse's music as "firmly ol' skool at heart:
proggy hard rock that forgoes any pretensions to restraint ... their songs use full-stacked guitars and thunderous drums to
evoke God's footsteps.” AllMusic described their sound as a "fusion of progressive rock, glam, electronica, and Radiohead-



influenced experimentation.” On the band's association with progressive rock, Howard said: "I associate it [progressive
rock] with 10-minute guitar solos, but | guess we kind of come into the category. A lot of bands are quite ambitious with
their music, mixing lots of different styles and when | see that | think it's great. I've noticed that kind of thing becoming a
bit more mainstream."

For their second album, Origin of Symmetry (2001), Muse wanted to craft a more aggressive sound. In 2000,
Wolstenholme said: "Looking back, there isn't much difference sonically between the mellow stuff and the heavier tracks
[on Showbiz]. The heavy stuff really could have been a lot heavier and that's what we want to do with [Origin of
Symmetry]." Their third aloum, Absolution (2003), features prominent string arrangements and began to draw influences
from artists such as Queen. Their fourth album, Black Holes and Revelations (2006) was influenced by artists like Depeche
Mode and Lightning Bolt, as well as Asian and European music such as Naples music; additionally, the band listened to
radio stations from the Middle East during the album'’s recording sessions. Queen guitarist Brian May has praised Muse's
work, calling the band "extraordinary musicians”, who "let their madness show through, always a good thing in an artist.”
Muse's sixth album, The 2nd Law (2012) has a broader range of influences, ranging from funk and film scores to
electronica and dubstep. The 2nd Law is influenced by rock acts such as Queen and Led Zeppelin(on "Supremacy") as well
as dubstep producer Skrillex and Nero (on "The 2nd Law: Unsustainable” and "Follow Me", with the latter being co-
produced by Nero), Michael Jackson, Stevie Wonder (on "Panic Station" which features musicians who performed on
Stevie Wonder's "Superstition™) and Hans Zimmer. The album features two songs with lyrics written and sung by bassist
Wolstenholme, who wrote about his battle with alcoholism.

Musicianship Many Muse songs are recognizable by vocalist Matt Bellamy's use of vibrato, falsetto, and melismatic
phrasing, influenced by Jeff Buckley As a pianist, Bellamy often uses arpeggios. Bellamy's compositions often suggest or
quote late classical and romantic era composers such as Sergei Rachmaninov (in "Space Dementia" and "Butterflies and
Hurricanes"), Camille Saint-Saéns (in "I Belong to You (Mon Coeur S'ouvre A Ta Voix)") and Frédéric Chopin (in "United
States of Eurasia"). As a guitarist, Bellamy often uses arpeggiator and pitch-shift effects to create a more "electronic"
sound, citing Jimi Hendrixand Tom Morello as influences. His guitar playing is also influenced by Latin and Spanish guitar
music; Bellamy said: "I learnt some Spanish guitar music that opened up a world of different harmonies and making music
and a different sort of passion. Very heavy music, but it hasn't got a distortion pedal.”

Wolstenholme's basslines are a central motif of many Muse songs; the band combines bass guitar with effects and
synthesisers to create overdriven fuzz bass tones. Both Bellamy and Wolstenholme use touch-screen controllers, often built
into their instruments, to control synthesisers and effects including a Korg Kaoss pad or Digitech Whammy pedal. Lyrics
Most earlier Muse songs lyrically dealt with introspective themes, including relationships, social alienation, and difficulties
they had encountered while trying to establish themselves in their hometown. However, with the band's progress, their song
concepts have become more ambitious, addressing issues such as the fear of the evolution of technology in their Origin of
Symmetry (2001) album. They deal mainly with the apocalypse in Absolution (2003) and with catastrophic war in Black
Holes and Revelations (2006). The Resistance (2009) focused on themes of government oppression, uprising, love, and
panspermia. The album itself was mainly inspired by Nineteen Eighty-Four by George Orwell. Their sixth studio album,
The 2nd Law (2012) relates to economics, thermodynamics, and apocalyptic themes. Their latest album, Drones(2015) is a
concept album that uses autonomous killing drones as a metaphor for brainwashing and loss of empathy. In February 2017,
Muse announced a North America tour with Thirty Seconds to Mars and PVRIS to take place later in the year.[citation
needed] Howard confirmed on his Instagram the band were back in the studio. On 5 April, Muse posted studio footage on
social media and announced a new song to be released soon. On 8 and 9 May, the band teased the new single in behind-the-
scenes clips of the filming of a music video. On 18 May, Muse released a new single, "Dig Down". In an interview with
Zane Lowe on 18 May, Bellamy said Muse will release a new album in 2019. On October 5, 2017, it was announced that
Muse would be playing BlizzCon 2017. Matthew Bellamy revealed on Twitter that a second single, "Thought Contagion",
was set for release in February 2019. After several teasers on the band's social media, the new track was featured as Annie
Mac's "Hottest Record" on BBC Radio 1 on 15 February, with the track and an accompanying music video being released
to streaming services the same day. Muse have announced that they?Il be releasing their Drones World Tour footage in
cinemas worldwide on 12 July 20109.
